Legacy to Web using EntireX 

Translating legacy software approaches into cutting-edge technology is something that Jennifer Slane Sabo (TROY Operations at PEC Solutions) and Frank Giallonardo (USAMISSA-Frederick) have worked at steadily for at least the past two years.   In March the two-person team deployed the web-based Permits and Inspection Review System (PIRS), a complex permit request tracking system developed for the Fort Detrick Directorate of Installation Services (DIS) and designed for use by all Fort Detrick garrison and tenant activities. 
Event Driven Programming using Natural 5
There is a well publicized myth that Event Driven programming (typically associated with Windows like interfaces) is a lot more difficult than "conventional" programming. NOT TRUE. In this session you will see just how simple it is to create windows-like interfaces using Natural 5. The real beauty of this is that the code "behind the scenes" is all Natural code.
