Patrick Gould from Software AG gave us two presentations in the morning session of our meeting.  He did his presentation on “Natural for Ajax”.  He began with an overview of the product and its many features.  He covered the details about Natural for AJAX (NJX), its specifications and how it works.  His second session was a live demonstration of the following products:  Natural for AJAX (NJX), Natural for Eclipse (NFE), Natural for Windows, Natural Development Server (NDV), Natural Web I/O Server (NWO), and Natural on the Host (Mainframe or Linux).
David Hupp from Software AG gave us two presentations in the afternoon.  The first was EntireX Communicator and troubleshooting the EntireX Environment.  Topics included Common Errors, How to trace the various Broker components, Broker Kernel, Mainframe stublog, Client stublog, Runtime, Natural RPC Server, Reading the trace files, and Troubleshooting Security Problems

His second presentation covered performance and tuning of EntireX.  He demonstrated the message flow within EntireX, how to tune various components, what errors can occur if not enough resources are available, how to improve performance, and how to monitor/identify resource shortages.  Other topics covered were Communicators (SVC, TCP/IP), Kernel Components, Major Control Blocks, Startup Process, Load Balancing, Resource Usage, Improving Performance, and Monitoring.  

We received an excellent response on both presentations and there was much audience participation with the presenters.  Audience: EntireX Administrators, DBA’s, Application Developers, anyone wanting to know about tuning EntireX.
