Patrick covered the new functionality in Natural and discussed some of the new products coming in the future.
The afternoon session covered application modernization and architecture.  Patrick discussed Webmethods and AppLinx, a screen scraper product, also Natural Business Services and Natural for Eclipse.  Becky concluded the afternoon with a discussion of Adabas Gateways for open access to Adabas.  She discussed SQL Gateway (CONNX) as well as the SOA Gateway for XML and Soap access.  She then discussed Adabas and Disk usage to wrap up the presentations.
