Adabas v8.1 will be arriving in several months!  V8 will have many new and exciting new features, such as: Large Objects, unlimited record sizes, increase in the maximum number of occurrences for MU/PE fields, increased number of physical and logical extents, and lots more.  And what if you found out that Adabas on the mainframe could be installed from a CD???  Many of the same features for Adabas v8 on the mainframe will be available with Adabas V5.1, along with non-descriptor searches, Unicode support, Long Alpha fields, lots of utility changes and other enhancements.  Along with the new releases of Adabas, the Adabas Manager will be released.  The Adabas Manager is a web browser based version of the old standby Adabas Online Services.  Get a look at this new interface for the administration of Adabas.  And find out how it can run in an IBM Tivoli or CA's Unicenter environment.

IT Governance for Compliance

Compliance with government regulations such as Sarbanes-Oxley, HIPPA, and BASEL II often requires substantial company-wide effort. However a greater burden typically falls on IT because the flows of auditable transactions and information go through the applications & support systems IT manages.

What if you could confidently demonstrate to your executive management/compliance officers that you have IT Controls in place to:

· Secure access to your programs and data 

· Enforce a structured system development lifecycle for your Natural and COBOL applications 

· Control the application change management process 

· Monitor the access and changes made to your programs & data 

· Ensure information and operational processes are available when you need it, as soon as you need it, especially in case of audit 

And provide succinct reports that show:

· WHO accessed WHAT data, WHEN and HOW 

· WHO made WHAT changes to your applications and WHEN 

Learn how to use the tools you know to take internal control over your information and the systems that manage it.  Track who's touched your data and code all the way down to the field level. Support IT Governance frameworks like COBIT or ITIL.  Products covered in this presentation

include: Review, Predict Application Control, Cluster Services, Adabas Vista, Adabas & Natural SAF Security, Natural Security.  Leverage these tools to feed information into compliance portals such as Stellent's Sarbanes Oxely Compliance Solution.

Natural 4 - What to Expect
Steve Robinson
The Natural 4 Release Documentation does an excellent job of describing the many new features and options in Version 4. It does not, however, discuss/demonstrate how to use these new facilities. This session will address this need.
We will see how to use the new length limits for Alpha and Binary variables to construct in memory tables to avoid excessive use of FIND NUMBER or HISTOGRAM statements. There will be programs that use the new ESCAPE TOP REPOSITION facility as well as the ESCAPE MODULE option. There are programs that demonstrate the use of the new MULTIFETCH option for READ, FIND, and HISTOGRAM, as well as a program that graphically demonstrates when NOT to MULTIFETCH. Selection Boxes will provide far more user friendly interfaces than have been possible in the past (except via extensive programming). In summary, this session will provide uses for all the new facilities and options in Version 4.
