Becky Albin from SAGA gave presentations on ADABAS V7.1, ATM – ADABAS Transaction Manager and ADAPLEX +. Adabas V7.1 is available on OS/390 and will be released on VSE/ESA from Germany during the second quarter of 2000. SAGA will test this and release this version to customers during the third quarter of 2000. Key features and improvements include Online Reorder and Invert, ADARAI and DSF integration, multi-thread regenerate and Forward Index Compression.





Adabas ATM allows for global processing of transactions across multiple remote or local databases and/or system images in parallel. It is transparent to applications and should be available by the second quarter of this year, according to Becky Albin.





ADAPLEX+ utilizes IBM’s Parallel SYSPLEX, and requires ENTIRE NET-WORK and MVS 5.1 and above.





The afternoon sessions were by JIM WISDOM on PREDICT and NATURAL TIPS and TECHNIQUES. Jim presented the way they adapted and added functionality to PREDICT at Boston University, utilizing over 29 user exits. The Natural Tips and Techniques session was informative and very interactive, with participation from the attendees. These can be found on Jim’s website.
