Spring 2009 SEUG User Group Meeting minutes:
The meeting was held May 13, 2009, at The Embassy Suites Greenville Golf Resort & Conference Center located at 670 Verdae Blvd. in Greenville, SC. The meeting was called to order by Denny Fallaw, President of the user group, at approximately 9:00am.  Denny thanked everyone for attending and introduced Paul Murdock, the Software AG account representative for SC state government. Paul introduced the other Software AG employees in attendance: Rob Milks, Bob Jeffcott, Becky Albin, and Peter Diestel. 

Presenters for the day were Becky Albin, Bob Jeffcott who was substituting for Patrick Gould, Peter Distel, and Rich Crumley. In an effort to save money and paper no hard copies of the presentations were available, but all presenters gave Denny a soft copy that he could post on the user group’s archive page of the www.saggroup.org/seug web site. 
Becky Albin opened the presentation segment of the meeting with her ADABAS Archiving and ADABAS Encryption presentation which also included some topics on securing the ADABAS environment.   Becky stated that since the hardware vendors were already providing encryption; Software AG had decided to utilize this existing method instead of attempting to develop their own product.  Becky also expressed concern about the lack of security in the customers’ ADABAS environments. She is willing to come to customers’ site to do an analysis and make recommendations if the customers will schedule her through their Software AG Account Representative.

After our morning break, Becky continued the presentations with her ADABAS for Open systems presentation. In this presentation, Becky showed us how ADABAS for open systems was similar in concept and functionally to it’s’ mainframe counter-part. She also pointed out areas that open systems was easier than mainframe systems such as adding data containers for open systems compared to the mainframe process  of allocating new datasets and making JCL changes.

Bob Jeffcott used Patrick Gould’s Natural Application Development and Deployment in a Windows Environment presentation as he demonstrated and explained tools to aid in modernizing natural applications as well as showing us natural development in a windows environment.  Software AG Tools that were featured in Bob’s presentation included NDV, NWO, Natural for ADJAX, and Natural for Eclipse.
